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DTE to Install Wind Turbines in Huron County

BAD AXE, Mich. (AP) - The skyline in Michigan's rural Thumb could look a bit like historic Holland a few years down the road under DTE Energy Co.'s announced plan to install 125 wind turbines in Huron County by 2015.

The Detroit-based utility says it plans a total of 280 wind turbines in the county within two decades.

DTE officials have told Huron County commissioners in Bad Axe the company must add 1,200 megawatts of green power to meet the state's new energy mandate.

State rules require utilities to provide 10 percent of electricity from renewable sources by 2015.

The Huron Daily Tribune and The Saginaw News say the turbines eventually could provide about 4 percent of the company's total power.
