5 nabbed on Lake Erie beach for entry to Canada illegally

The arrests of several people smuggled into Canada by boat and found wandering on the shore of Lake Erie near Amherstburg, Ont., is raising questions about whether the Windsor area has become a human trafficking pipeline.

John Rokakis, an immigration lawyer for 22 years, said such a "concerted" effort to smuggle people into Canada by boat was previously unheard of in the area. "You hear about the rail tunnel (between Windsor and Detroit) every now and then, and in trucks," said Rokakis, who isn't involved in any of the cases. "But I really hadn't heard about a concerted effort on boats. It's a little surprising. But I can see it happening."

Amherstburg police on Wednesday nabbed five people — three children and two adults — who had illegally entered Canada by boat. This latest group was caught at about 4 p.m. after a resident saw them walking near Amherst Point and called police.

They told officers they were a family who paid $2,000 for a boat ride across the Detroit River from Michigan, where they claimed to have lived for six years. The family said they were originally from Kosovo.

The group claimed refugee status and Amherstburg police turned them over to the RCMP and the Canada Border Services Agency.

Amherstburg police said this was the second time in a month they had arrested people who had entered the country illegally by boat near Amherstburg. They refused to give any other details.

CBSA spokesman Danny Yen also wouldn't give details, saying it's "an open case under investigation." He also wouldn't say how many other similar open cases there are.

Resident Wayne Wright, who helped police catch three people two weeks ago, said he's heard from police Wednesday's arrests makes 11 people who were recently caught trying to sneak into the area from the U.S.

Wright and other residents said it's possible the individuals are being dropped off on an empty stretch of land. It's a beach road nestled along the Lake Erie shoreline populated by retirees, cottagers and year-round residents.

"The end of our road is a dead end," said a man who helped police catch the five people Wednesday, but didn't want his name used. "There's a couple of hunt clubs and it's maybe a mile of vacant beach. That seems to be where they're getting dropped off."

He said he was cutting grass Wednesday when he saw five people walking down the road. After the previous arrests, he was a little suspicious and called police.

"They had long pants on, long shirts on," he said. "They kind of stick out in a beach neighbourhood.”
The reason I’m bringing this directly to your attention is our united dissatisfaction with the invasive treatments we are receiving from Homeland Security forces, including all the various marine law enforcement agencies. 

These agencies are charged with protecting our countries. From illegal immigrations to smuggling of many kinds, our law enforcement agencies have become overbearing, at least in the opinion of those of us who ARE law-abiding citizens. Several have been stopped, not once, but repeatedly, even in short running distances, as if there is no direct communication between these agencies on the water, adding to our frustrations.
There is ONE WAY we can truly begin to alleviate some of the intrusions currently befalling us: Stop the traffickers ourselves!

Each of us has eyes on the water, and each of us have a radio, and each of us SHOULD be able to tell if something suspicious is going on around us. With these attributes applied, we should be able to notify law enforcement, make them aware of the situation, position, and allow them to respond accordingly.

DO NOT intervene in a situation on your own! That will be up to law enforcement as they decide. Some of these situations can be quite dangerous, so you should not endanger yourself, your passengers, or your vessel, to engage anyone in any fashion!

If we all work together, perhaps one day soon we will be able to revert to the “good old days” when we could travel around the lakes without the intrusions of these policing agencies.

A final thought today: Homeland Security is a term we use in the US. I don’t believe Canada has the same term, but they are suffering the same stop-and-board procedures from their policing agencies. We are in this, as with so many other things, together!
