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Kasich names Ohio environmental officials

Gov.-elect John Kasich today picked Indiana native Scott Nally to run the Ohio Environmental Protection Agency and former American Electric Power executive David Mustine as head of the Ohio Department of Natural Resources.

Kasich, a Republican who will take office Jan. 10, also announced at a press conference at the Rhodes Tower Downtown that Scott Zody, a resident of Fairfield County and former Natural Resources official, will be promoted to assistant director of the agency.
