NOTICE OF RACE

Join us this year for the Adam & Eve Race! This race is more fun than couples were meant to have….

Sailed in the vicinity of the WNATR course with a no hassle start.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

RULES. Except as modified by the sail​ing instructions, the sailing and manage​ment of this race will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the pre​scriptions, of the US Sailing Association, and the rules of the PHRF class.

In addition note the following special rules for this race:

1. Only one jib and one mainsail can be used during the race,

2. Mandatory Coast Guard safety equip​ment is required.

3. Lifejackets are strongly encouraged! 
ENTRY.  This race is open to all single hulled yachts whose skippers are members of a yacht club. The entry fee is $25.00. A completed entry form, entry fee and rating certificate must be received at Ford Yacht Club no later than Sunday, August 14, at 10:00 a.m.

SCHEDULE OF RACE.   A mandatory skipper's meeting will be held at 11:00 a.m. on the day of the race at the Club House.  Meeting location will be at the Peg Spriggs Pavilion near the gin pole. 

There will be only a non‑spinnaker class or classes. The start will be staggered based on the rating of your boat. Start times will be distributed at the skipper’s meeting.

START AND FINISH.  

The start and finish will be between the Committee Boat and the WNATR "N" (42° 02.49’ N  83° 07.06’ W) Buoy.  If a protection mark is present, it must be honored.

COURSE.    The race will be sailed on the WNATR course. The exact course will be described at the mandatory skipper's meeting.

SHORTENED COURSE.  There will be no provision for a shortened course.

PROTESTS.   Protests will not be heard. The Two Turn rule, RRS #44.2 is modified, so that a 360° Turn Penalty is acceptable to exonerate oneself from a violation of the RRS Part 2 rules.

SCORING.  Your finish position is where you place.

NON‑SPINNAKER YACHTS.   This race will have only non‑spinnaker class(s).  Yachts may carry only one headsail at any one time, and that sail may be no larger that the largest headsail registered.  The use of any electronic autopilots will not be allowed.

TIME LIMIT.   There will be no time limit for this race.

CREW.  The crew can include a maxi​mum of two experienced sail boaters (the skipper and one crew); one male and one female. Children needing child care may be onboard. 
RADIO COMMUNICATION.   The Race Committee will monitor VHF chan​nel 7l.  Any yacht that withdraws from the race shall contact the Race Committee boat by any means, including VHF channel 71.

AFTERGLOW.   There will be an afterglow on the club grounds after the race by the grill area east of the clubhouse. Hot dogs and beverages will be provided. Feel free to bring a dish to pass.
AWARDS.   Awards will be presented on November 3, 2007 at the FYC Awards night.
